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The course is designed to improve students’ English listening,
speaking, reading and writing skills. Students will learn to
understand and correctly use a wide range of grammatical structures,
sentence types, and punctuation as well as vocabulary building.
Opportunities will be provided for the students to apply their
knowledge into practice.
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To improve students’ English skills: listening, reading, writing
and speaking.
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To strengthen students’ ability of applying daily English.
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To help students applying their knowledge into practice.
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
